RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE RESEARCH AND DEVELOPMENT OF WAYS AND MEANS TO DEVELOP A NORTHERN CATRON COUNTY RESEARCH AND INDUSTRIAL PARK
WHEREAS, the Catron County Commission desires to foster local economic development opportunities and to take advantage of all Federal and State economic development incentives while protecting the custom and culture of the County; and 

WHEREAS, the County of Catron has adopted an economic development plan and has enacted a Local Economic Development Act Ordinance (Catron County Ordinance No. 001-2008, hereinafter referred to as “LEDA”) pursuant to the New Mexico Local Economic Development Act, Sections 5-10-1 through 5-10-13 NMSA 1978;  and

WHEREAS, the Catron County Commission has determined that the interests of local economic development would be best served through the creation of a research park and industrial park in the northern part of the county, and through providing land, buildings and infrastructure for facilities to support new and expanding businesses; and

WHEREAS, the Catron County Citizens Group has been designated as Catron County’s Economic Development Organization in the LEDA Ordinance.
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Commissioners of Catron County that the Catron County Citizens Group (hereinafter “CCCG”) be authorized to initiate the investigation and development of ways and means to develop a Northern Catron County Research and Industrial Park (hereinafter “NCCRIP”), including but not limited to the following objectives:
a. Research the feasibility of developing a research and industrial park; 
b. Identify the most suitable location and plan for the park;

c. Identify potential partners and anchor business tenants for the park;

d. Identify potential funding sources for development and creation of the park;

e. Create a draft plan of action and budget for developing a research and industrial park.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the investigation and development procedure shall be implemented as follows:

1. The Catron County Commission approved Local Economic Developer (hereinafter “LED”), under contract with CCCG, shall coordinate and facilitate the investigation and planning for development of a NCCRIP, and shall submit progress reports to the County Commission periodically or upon request by the County..  
2. CCCG shall establish a NCCRIP Planning Committee, headed by the LED, to collaborate in the investigation of and planning for development of a NCCRIP.  Said Planning Committee shall be composed of a broad representation of local stakeholders, as well as the Catron County Attorney and the Catron County Manager.  
3. All planning shall incorporate a high level of public and stakeholder involvement.
4. The NCCRIP shall be devoted to multiple uses, including educational and research facilities, manufacturing plants, professional offices and commercial businesses.

5. All multiple uses shall be based on renewable and sustainable natural resources, with a special emphasis on renewable energy, and all multiple uses shall further protect and uphold the custom and culture of Catron County. 

6. The CCCG, LED and NCCRIP Planning Committee are not authorized to enter into legal agreements or to obligate the Catron County Commission, or the County of Catron, or act as legal representative on behalf of Catron County in any manner.

7. Any costs incurred by the CCCG, LED and NCCRIP Planning Committee in performance of the implementation of the investigation and development planning of the NCCRIP shall be born by the CCCG, LED and NCCRIP Planning Committee; however, the Catron County Commission will support the CCCG’s obtaining of funding to the extent that no financial burden is placed on Catron County itself.  
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Catron County Commission desires to complete the above investigation and development planning by the end of the 2010 County Fiscal Year (June 30, 2010).
